Torah Portion:  Kedoshim/ Lev. 19:1-20:27 
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In April we will celebrate Passover, the time of our freedom from Egyptian slavery.  During this period 
known in Hebrew as z�man cheruteynu � the time of our freedom, we think of our desire to  provide 
redemption to all who are oppressed.  This month also commemorates the 40th anniversary of the as-
sassination of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.  Dr. King was certainly one of the key figures to emerge on 
the American scene during the 20th century, especially looking at the area of society, politics, and 
Jewish involvement in Civil Rights.  Especially in the middle decades of the last century, for many Re-
form Jews, their Jewish efforts to improve the world was synonymous with social action.  I am both 
delighted and honored that this idea was � and remains �  a hallmark of Temple Beth-El.  The partner-

ship between the Jewish community and that of the African Americans was central in the progress that was made to-
ward overcoming of the racism, inequality, and even hatred embedded within our culture (note even this one example:  
much of the legislation that became the Civil Rights Act of 1964 was drafted at the Religious Action Center of Reform 
Judaism in Washington, DC).  Sadly, in the years following MLK�s death, that partnership weakened considerably, and in 
many cases, was outright absent.  The tumult of the late 1960�s � and the challenges that ensued � straine d what had 
been very much a sacred collaboration to uphold the tradition teaching that all people are created in the divine image.  
Much of my lifetime has witnessed the efforts to repair this damage. 
 
One local symbol of these struggles is the Engman Natatorium, which had been for a time an exclusive, then segregated 
pool facility.  I have spoken to many of you who recall swimming there, and how the changes in our own area can be 
represented by the particular history of the Natatorium.  Proudly, our community is now engaged in a project to create 
the South Bend Civil Rights Heritage Center on this site, using the footprint of the former Natatorium as the basis of this 
new addition to our civic landscape.  I know many of you are already aware of its progress.  Recently I was made aware 
of one element of this project:  that several congregations are being asked to contribute jointly to dedicate a section of 
the Center�s grounds.  This will demonstrate our religious community�s commitment to honoring the past, and building a 
stronger future for all of greater South Bend.  Temple�s leadership embraces this idea, as we would like to be a leading 
voice in any campaign that employs Jewish values to promote positive societal change.  I ask you to consider contribut-
ing to this effort.  If you would like to donate, submit a check (of whatever amount) made out to Temple Beth-El, with 
�Natatorium� in the memo line.  Please send it to my at tention.  We will gather these funds to make a combined gift on 
behalf of the congregation. 
 
When Dr. King boldly exclaimed �free at last, free at last, thank God Almighty I�m free at last�, he sounded very much like 
a modern biblical prophet.  We too have the capability to be involved in powerful moments for social justice.  One such 
opportunity will also present itself in April.  Our Great Lakes Region of the Union for Reform Judaism (URJ) is sponsor-
ing a regional �Consultation on Conscience� � a social jus tice forum featuring some great speakers � Rabbi David Sa-
perstein and Rabbi Lawrence Kushner � both of these le ading figures are dynamic and engaging.  We are hoping to get 
a group together from Temple, including high school students, to attend.  If we have enough interest, Temple will provide 
transportation for our contingent.  If you would be interested in attending, please contact either me or Marzy Bauer.  For 
more information, you can go onto the URJ website: http://urj.org/glc/ .
